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Rob had made a 73 day             
Prayer Walk from Calgary to 
Ottawa.  After several years of 
sharing the vision with other 
leaders across the nation they 
moved to the capital in 2004 to 
begin establishing a ministry 
that would mobilize prayer for 
government. 
Rob is originally from Victoria, 
B.C. and had a career as a 
paramedic working both in the 
Canadian Arctic and the      
Saharan desert before study-
ing at Queenôs University in 
Belfast, Northern Ireland and 
returning to pastor a church in 
his home city. 
 

Faith Beyond Belief exists to 
help Christians become effec-
tive ambassadors for Christ in 
everyday conversations. The 
church needs effective ambas-
sadors because most Canadi-
ans donôt understand or donôt 
care about the gospel. We 
want to help Christians share 
the truth of the Christian faith 
with compassion, but without 
compromise, and in ways ordi-
nary people can understand.

A Sunuwar woman named  
Maili met the Lord while a     
patient at the Okhaldhunga 
Hospital. She could not read 
Nepali but found comfort in just 
having the Book. Her son was 
very angry when he heard 
about her conversion and told 
her she must leave. Maili came 
to Kathmandu and lived on a 
small pension. She was still 
praising the Lord.  

The son, back in his village, 
became very ill and called for 
the jockari (witch doctor), who 
performed his rites using sacri-
fices of eggs or chickens. After 
the first ritual, the jockari was 
knocked to the ground. He tried 
a second time and the same 
thing happened. Trying a third 
time, he increased his chanting 
and again was knocked to the 
floor. He rose up and asked, 
ñThere is a Power in this house 
greater than the power of my 
gods ï what is it?ò The son 
thought and in his weakness 
replied, ñIt must be the Book ï 
the Christian book my mother 
lives by.ò 

It wasnôt many days before the 
son made his way to Kathman-
du to find his mother. She is 
now back with her son in a   
village near Okhaldhunga, and 
there is a small fellowship of 
believers there.
